Irrigation / Agriculture

Yields of irrigated crops and other agricultural 
products are greatly in�uenced by the quality of 
the irrigation water. Haliant’s principals designed 
and supplied a complete wastewater treatment 
system to reclaim tertiary e�uent from the local 
wastetreatment plant for use in irrigating seed-
lings in a nursery.  

Previous use of the untreated e�uent resulted in 
considerable yield loss.  The new system, utiliz-
ing  chlorine-tolerant reverse osmosis, produced 
water ideal for seedling growth.
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
